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Rights in First Light Films

First Light is acting as a delegate of the UK Film Council for the duration of the First Light award scheme.  All rights acquired by First Light in relation to the scheme will be assigned to UK Film Council at the end of the First Light awards scheme.  Each film made under the Funding Agreement to which this Appendix is attached is referred to as "the Film".

1.
You hereby grant and assign to First Light with full title guarantee all of the copyright and all other rights in and to the Film in all media and in perpetuity, provided that where cash funding (ie. not payments in kind) is provided by any other funders, the copyright and the said rights shall be split pro-rata with such other funders in proportion with their cash investment, subject to the rights granted to First Light under paragraph 3. 

2.
First Light will return 25% of its share of the copyright to the filmmakers (to be shared amongst them in accordance with a named list of individuals – or owned by the applicant, as you notify First Light in writing.)  Other investors should be encouraged to do likewise.

3.
First Light shall have full uninhibited and exclusive right to exhibit and distribute the Film throughout the world by any and all means and media in perpetuity from delivery of the Film to First Light.  This would also include the rights to use the material produced through the First Light scheme (including related subsidiary material such as out takes, production diaries etc.) that could be used for educational or publishing purposes. 
4.
Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in paragraphs 1 –3, First Light assigns to you the absolute right to exhibit locally to a physical audience (eg. to exhibit the Film to colleges, schools, community groups, friends and family for any non commercial and non remunerative purposes) or to include the whole film or clips on showreels.

5.
You shall be entitled to request permission from First Light for the exhibition of the Film otherwise than in accordance with paragraph 4, but in order to ensure that there is no conflict with arrangements made by First Light, you are requested to apply to First Light for the right to broadcast locally and regionally in writing in advance (unless exhibition is already accounted for in original funding application). 

7.
In the event that there should be any net profits arising from the distribution of the film (ie profits which arise after all funding and related costs have been recouped) said profit will be shared pro rata to cash investment.

8.
You agree to execute such further documents as First Light may reasonably require to confirm or vest in First Light the rights agreed to be assigned or granted to First Light under this Appendix B.
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
